KPFK will provide facilities access and studio engineer for the recording and broadcast 
of promotional carts. This will be managed by the Office of KPFK Production and will be 
provided by appointment. All event representatives must schedule accordingly with the 
Production Director (Stan Misraje: production@kpfk.org).  
Please note: All written promo copy of the event and/or pre-recorded promo is 
subject to approval by KPFK. Your promo should not state the price, nor contain 
Calls to Action, should include a contact tel # and direct listeners to 
www.kpfk.org for further information. The promo should have the following 
language as a tag line at the end: "KPFK is a Media Sponsor."
